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Spotlight Article: Build African Schools

llinois State Circle K has officially completed its second annual Build African Schools (BAS) charity
event. Over $1,100 was raised to buy school supplies and classroom materials for a school in the Masai Mara
Region of Kenya; the exact school location is still to be determined. The club worked on several unique fund-
raisers throughout the year including a charity purse party, Super Bowl square collections, and fundraisers
associated with its parent clubs, Bloomington and Normal Kiwanis.

The charity purse party has always been one of the club’s |
largest fundraisers. Circle K works with “The Purse Ladies,” a @
group of women who sell fashion purse. Given the charitable in-
tent of any money collected, “The Purse Ladies” offer ten percent
of all purchases as a donation to Circle K. This donation serves as "
an incentive for not only the club to raise money, but also for the |
community to shop for a good cause.

The Super Bowl square collection was organized by BAS co-
chairs, Kim Sabo and Jennifer Cole. They collected donations from
the local community including gift cards to popular restaurants
and Super Bowl game night baskets. The club then sold
the squares to students who had a chance to win prizes
at the end of each quarter by having the numbered
squares with the correct ending score.

As a fundraiser with its parent clubs, Circle K has created
the tradition of “Flamingoing.” Circle K presents the clubs
